At Horizon Holdco (including all five of our brands Photobox, Moonpig, Hofmann, posterXXL
and Greetz) — as part of an over-arching objective to act ethically in our business activities —
we are committed to doing what we can to ensure that there is no modern slavery or human
trafficking in any part of our business, including our supply chains.

Over the past year we have identified the parts of our production supply chain that could
potentially be at risk of slavery or human trafficking. Next year, we will look to implement the
following actions to further our commitment:

We will regularly assess the effectiveness of these systems, to ensure that they meet our
objectives, and to determine whether further steps are required.
